	It is very hard to answer how many since the school hasn’t got a record of this. In general the school has got about 25% every year that don’t reach their student diploma, this is the schools greatest challenge rather than early school leaving , the MOOS courses have motivated students a lot in this sense. 

	How many participant teachers were on the MOOS platform?


	
	From Sweden we have had  two teachers involved in the project that have been active on the MOOS platform and other  2 supporting teachers in total 4.

	How much did the project experience make you aware of similarities and differences in social and education systems and didactic approaches in different European countries?
	
	When collaborating with other European countries around a common curriculum, assessment criteria’s, assessment forms and achievement levels both similarities and differences has been detected between  the countries. A clear difference has been seen in the emphasis on summative versus formative assessment. Students involved in the project has also expressed that they have detected differences in leadership and relationships between students and staff. 



	Have your teachers improved their skills in ICT and in the Digital Classroom?


	
	Not in a great sense. The teachers ICT skills has been fairly good from the start of the project and reasonably consistent though out the project. 

	Have you disseminated any of the project outputs around your school  ? If you have, how did you do it?
	
	On the 23rd of March 2017 at 12 pm the school held a dissemination meeting and workshop in the city hall of Södertälje. The dissemination meeting was planned and performed in collaboration with Europe direct Södertälje, webpage https://www.sodertalje.se/kommun-och-politik/for-medborgare/Europa-Direkt-Sodertalje/. Project manager for Euro direct contacted and invited stakeholders in the municipality to participate in the meeting. It was Täljegymnasiets wish that the stakeholders bring staff with different roles in the organization as well as students or young people that are connected to the organization. During the meeting teacher Emelie Nejström , IT technician David Gustafsson  and project manager Jenny Nordström took turns to describe the MOOS project to the stakeholders present. The school will also bring students that have been involved in the project and participated in meetings in other countries. The presentation included background to the project, aim and purpose of the project and hands on IT based tasks on the platform. In the invitation all was  asked to bring laptops and log in to the MOOS platform during the meeting. The Erasmus+ group at Täljegymnasiet also forwarded the schools view on strengths and limitations of the project and offer to work as a reference group for the stakeholders that are interested in the platform or/and in other Erasmus+ projects.  The Erasmus+ group also arranged promotional material so that all stakeholders present got goodie bags including items connected the project with Erasmus+ logo and MOOS logo on it. The school also included the latest newsletter for MOOS and contact information to the Erasmus+ group at Täljegymnasiet. The obstacles encountered are the need for feedback from stakeholders of their interest and the time that it would take to travel around to different organizations to present the platform. The group therefore decided that the dissemination meeting is the best and most effective way to start.
